Career presentation 

Think about a career that interests you.  Then invite a person who is associated with the career to do a presentation to the class.  It can be a person who teaches the career or it can be a person who involved with the career.  You are responsible to invite the person to do a class presentation.  The presenter can speak from 15 minutes or for the entire class.  If you are interested to learn about a career or if you know of someone who has an interesting career then you can invite someone to speak on behalf of the career.  The person can be from a college, university, human resources department, etc.  Adult friends and family are welcome.  

However, the careers presentations are based on first come, first serve basis.  You are responsible to tell your teacher the occupation that you want to invite.  Then once an occupation has been “claimed” by a student then other students can not invite the same occupation.   In other words, once a student invites a speaker to talk about a certain occupation then another student can not invite speakers to talk about the same occupation.  For example, if a student asks to invite a person to discuss about a police officer’s career then another student can not invite a presentation on police officers.

You are responsible to:

· Consult with your teacher about the topic of presentation
· Include a schedule or timeline with your teacher (how long is the presentation going to be)

· Introduce the speaker to the class

· Thank the speaker

· Ask one question

· Ask questions or comments with other student’s presentation

Evaluation
